Change 1:  Modify 5.2.9.2 Compression of the Body of a NOTIFY Request
1. Compression of the Body of a NOTIFY Request 
A Watcher implemented in a UE subscribing for Presence Information MAY, if it does not support SIP signaling compression according to [RFC3320], [RFC3485], [RFC5112] and [RFC3486] or detects that [RFC5112] is not supported by the SIP/IP Core, indicate that it supports that the body of a NOTIFY request is compressed by the GZIP algorithm [RFC1952] by including an Accept-Encoding header field with the value ‘gzip’ in the SUBSCRIBE request.

Change 2:  Modify 5.3.2.2 Compression of the Body of a NOTIFY Request
1. Compression of the Body of a NOTIFY Request
A Watcher Information Subscriber implemented in a UE subscribing for Watcher Information MAY, if it does not support SIP signaling compression according to [RFC3320], [RFC3485], [RFC5112] and [RFC3486] or detects that [RFC5112] is not supported by the SIP/IP Core, indicate that it supports that the body of a NOTIFY request is compressed by the GZIP algorithm [RFC1952] by including an Accept-Encoding header field with the value ‘gzip’ in the SUBSCRIBE request.

A Watcher Information Subscriber indicating support for GZIP compression SHALL, when receiving a NOTIFY request with the Content-Encoding header field with the value ‘gzip’, decompress the received body as defined by [RFC1952] before performing Presence Information processing (defined in section Error! Reference source not found.).
Change 3:  Modify 5.5.6.1 Compression of the Body of a NOTIFY Request
1. Compression of the Body of a NOTIFY Request 
If a received SUBSCRIBE request contains an Accept-Encoding header field with the value ‘gzip’, the PS SHALL, dependent on local policy, compress the NOTIFY request body using the GZIP algorithm [RFC1952] and add a Content-Encoding header field with the value ‘gzip’ to the NOTIFY request before sending the NOTIFY request to the SIP/IP Core.
Change 4:  Modify 5.6.2 Back-end Subscriptions
5.1.6 Back-end Subscriptions

For list subscriptions to the presence event package, the RLS SHALL generate back-end subscriptions to learn the Presence Information of Presentities in the list.
If the RLS supports the view sharing procedures described in [IETF-ViewShare] section 3, it SHOULD indicate support for this extension and optimize the number of back-end subscriptions.
For back-end subscriptions using SIP, the RLS:

If the RLS receives a SUBSCRIBE request containing an Accept-Encoding header field with the value ‘gzip’, the RLS SHALL, dependent on local policy, compress the NOTIFY request body using the GZIP algorithm [RFC1952] and add a Content-Encoding header field with the value ‘gzip’ to the NOTIFY request before sending the NOTIFY request to the SIP/IP Core. 
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
