6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Re-formulating and adding to ACP enforcement
6.2.5 Enforcing XDM Access Permissions

The XDMS SHALL apply access control to all operations towards a Primary Principal’s User Directory and its contents.

The XDMS SHALL apply access control as it is defined in the Application Usage pertaining to the XDM Resource in question.

6.2.5.2 Default Access Permissions

If the Application Usage does not specify the use of the Access Permissions Document, the XDMS SHALL ensure that only the Primary Principal associated with the XUI and trusted applications are granted access to the User Directory and its contents.

6.2.5.3 Using the Access Permissions Document for Access Permission Control

The Primary Principal associated with the XUI SHALL always be permitted to retrieve documents and subscribe to receive notifications of changes of documents in the User Directory.

If the Application Usage specifies the use of an Access Permissions Document as defined in section 5.6, the XDMS SHALL apply the rules contained in this document to control access to XDM Resources in the User Directory. 

If a Principal requesting an XDM Document has access rights only to certain XDM Document Parts, the XDMS SHALL generate a subset of the XDM Document and include all the elements and attributes required by the XML Schema in order to ensure the validity of the generated subset. XDM Document Parts for which the Principal does not have retrieve rights SHALL be supplied without any values (i.e. blank), or with specially defined values indicating access restriction.
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
