	Access Permissions
	Use definition from [XDM_RD]

	Admin Principal
	Use definition from [XDM_RD]

	Alias Principal
	Use definition from [XDM_RD]

	Application Unique ID
	A unique identifier within the namespace of Application Unique IDs created by this specification that differentiates XCAP Resources accessed by one application from XCAP Resources accessed by another. (Source: [RFC4825])

	Application Usage
	Detailed information on the interaction of an application with an XCAP Server. (Source: [RFC4825])

	Document Selector
	A sequence of path segments, with each segment being separated by a “/”, that identify the XML document within an XCAP Root that is being selected. (Source: [RFC4825])

	Global Document
	A document placed under the Global Tree that applies to all users of that Application Usage.

	Global Tree
	A URI that represents the parent for all Global Documents for a particular Application Usage within a particular XCAP Root. (Source: [RFC4825])

	Node Selector
	A sequence of path segments, with each segment being separated by a “/”, that identify the XML node (element or attribute) being selected within a document. (Source: [RFC4825])

	Node Selector Separator
	A single path segment equal to two tilde characters “~~” that is used to separate the Document Selector from the Node Selector within an HTTP URI. (Source: [RFC4825])

	Node URI
	The HTTP URI containing the XCAP Root, Document Selector, Node Selector Separator and Node Selector, resulting in the selection of a specific XML node. (Source: [RFC4825])

	Primary Principal 
	Use definition from [XDM_RD]

	Principal
	An entity that has an identity, that is capable of providing consent and other data, and to which authenticated actions are done on its behalf. Examples of principals include an individual user, a group of individuals, a corporation, service enablers/applications, system entities and other legal entities (Source: [Dict])

	XCAP Resource
	An HTTP resource representing an XML document, an element within an XML document, or an attribute of an element within an XML document that follows the naming and validation constraints of XCAP. (Source: [RFC4825])

	XCAP Root
	A context that includes all of the documents across all Application Usages and users that are managed by a server. (Source: [RFC4825])

	XCAP Server
	An HTTP server that understands how to follow the naming and validation constraints defined in this specification. (Source: [RFC4825])


Change 3:  Add a new section 5.x “Alias Principals List” somewhere after section 5.2 “Alias Principals List”
5.x Alias Principals List
This section specifies an Application Usage called Alias Principals List. The Application Usage can be used to retrieve a XDM Document containing the Alias Principals associated with the Primary Principal of the XDM document. 
Note: How the Alias Principals List Document is created is outside the scope of this specification.
5.x.x Structure

The Alias Principals List Document SHALL conform to the structure of the “Alias Principals List” document described in this section. The schema definition is provided in section 5.3.3.
The <alias-principals-list> element:

a) SHALL include  one or more <alias-principals-group> elements; and
b) MAY include any other element from another namespace.

The < <alias-principals-group> element
a) SHALL include one or more <alias> elements;
b) MAY include any other element from another namespace;

c) SHALL include an <id> attribute; and
d) MAY include any other attributes;  

The <alias> element

a) SHALL include a “uri” attribute; and
b) MAY include any other attributes.
5.x.x Application Unique ID

The AUID SHALL be org.openmobilealliance.alias-principals-list.

5.x.x XML Schema

The Alias Principals List document SHALL conform to the XML schema in [XSD_aliaslist] 

5.x.x Default Namespace

The default namespace used in expanding URIs SHALL be “urn:oma:xml:xdm:alias-principals-list”.
5.x.x MIME Type

The MIME type SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.alias-principals-list+xml”.

5.x.x Validation constraints

The Alias Principals List document SHALL conform to the XML Schema described in section 5.x.3  “XML Schema”, 
5.x.x Data Semantics

The <alias-principals-list> element SHALL contain information about all XUIs associated with the XUI used to address the document.  The XUIs MAY be grouped into different Alias Principals groups. XUIs that identify Primary Principals which are Alias Principals SHALL be placed in the same Alias Principals group. 
If a Primary Principal does not have an Alias Principal, an <alias-principals-group> element SHALL exist with only one <alias> child element with the XUI of this Primary Principal as “uri” attribute.
The “id” attribute SHALL be used to identify the Alias Principals group and SHALL be unique within the whole XDM document
An <alias> element with a “uri” attribute with a certain XUI value is allowed to be a child element in only one of the <alias-principals- group> elements.
5.x.x Naming conventions

The document name of the Access Permission List document SHALL be “alias-principals-list”.
5.x.x Global documents

This Application Usage defines no Global Documents.

5.x.x Resource interdependencies

This Application Usage defines no resource interdependencies.
5.x.x Authorization policies

The authorization policies SHALL conform to [XDM_Core] Section “Authorization” with the following clarification:
1) All authenticated Principals which XUIs are included in the document SHALL be allowed to retrieve the document. Any other XDM operation SHALL NOT be allowed; and  
2) This Application Usage does not define that usage of an Access Permissions Document.

C.1.x.1 Example 1
In this example the Primary Principals with the XUIs “sip:bob@domain” and tel:+1234567890 are Alias Principals to each others and therefore grouped together in the same Alias Principals group. The Primary Principal with the XUI “sip:bob_at_work@domain” is associated with the other two Principals (e.g. belongs to the same user) but is not an Alias Principal with the other Primary Prinipals and is therefore part of its own Alias Principals group. The XUI used to address this document can be “tel:+1234567890”, sip:bob@domain” or “sip:bob_at_work@domain”.
