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1 Reason for Contribution

After the presentation of the IMSinOMA ERP for approval by the OMA Board, a discussion has started in the REL WG on this ERP, more specifically on its interoperability testing aspects.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution aims to clarify why the IMSinOMA Enabler Release was packaged the way it is, and to highlight its interoperability aspects.

3 Detailed Proposal

The IMSinOMA ERP consists of

· an RD

· an AD

· an ETR

· an ERELD

That is, unlike other ERPs, it does not contain specifications but it does contain an ETR. The ETR is very simple, and its key contents are summarized in the following statements, which are the entire contents of section 5.1 Enabler Test Requirements (Normative):

” The normative detailed description of how an OMA enabler uses IMS and e.g. enabler specific IMS interface parameters is in the scope of the AD and specifications of the enabler concerned, and not in the scope of the IMS in OMA Enabler Release version 1.0. Therefore this Enabler Release does not contain specific requirements that should be tested for conformance. 

Instead, the testing of an Enabler that uses IMS or is related to IMS, SHALL be specified in the Enabler’s individual Test Requirement and corresponding Enabler Test Specifications.”

OMA Interfaces

The OMA OSE defines the following interface categories relevant to this discussion:








I0: interfaces exposing enabler intrinsic functionality, to applications or other enablers



I2: interfaces to use the underlying network

I0s, I2 and interoperability testing

Most OMA enablers specify I0s. When an OMA enabler is finished, the corresponding ERP includes everything necessary to define an I0, and to use it in a way that guarantees interoperability. Part of this "how to use it" is normatively stated in its AD, where for instance how delegation of some functionality to other enablers is shown.

The IMSinOMA ERP does not specify an I0, but it specifies how to use somebody else's interfaces as I2. The IMSinOMA WI aims to have a normative way for OMA enablers to use 3GPP/2 IMS in a way that guarantees interoperability. 

OMA wants interoperability for both all I0s and certain I2s. To guarantee interoperability for I0s, which are OMA-produced, OMA needs to provide

- the "what" (the I0 specification)

- the "how" (the architecture, the flows, and the ETR and ETS)

To guarantee interoperability for the chosen I2, which are not OMA-produced, OMA needs to provide

- the "what" (the I2 *identification*, identifying interfaces from another org)

- the "how" (the architecture and the identification of where IOP testing is done in the ETR)

THE IMSinOMA ERP

Putting the IMSinOMA ERP in the same category as currently-called-enablers that stop at an AD would mean losing the IOP for the I2s. IOP for the I2s was the whole point of this ERP. The IMSinOMA ETR is a key element of the package.
