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1 Reason for Contribution

It is currently often difficult to determine from a proposed approval of an Enabler Release (ER), exactly what the difference is between the ER being proposed for approval by TP, compared to the previous version of that ER.  Some ER packages submitted to TP do this very well, whilst with others it is unfortunately buried deep inside the TSs, making it difficult to obtain a high level overview for members.  This carries with it problems of transparency and visibility of the technical changes (especially if there is no backward compatibility to the previous release.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes that the ERELD template is updated to include a section which explicitly provides a high level overview of the delta between the ER being proposed for approval, and the previously approved version.  Additionally it is recommended that REL references (or possibly pastes), the new ERELD section into the TP cover sheet when seeking TP approval of the ER.
3 Detailed Proposal

In order to avoid the current situation where not all ERs clearly provide a high level overview description of the proposed ER compared to the previous version, it is proposed to add a new section to the current ERELD template (which is to be inserted between the current sections 4. Introduction and 5. Enabler Release Specification Baseline) as follows:-
4.  Overview description of differences from previous version


and the following section 5 would be renumbered as section 6.  This new section 4 would have a comment box stating the following

This section provides an overview of the technical changes between this version of the enabler release, and its corresponding previous version.  If there is no previous version, simply state that this is a new enabler release.  The overview description should be at a high level and enable an unambiguous good understanding of the revised, modified or new functionality in this enabler releases compared to the previous version.  The section also states if there is no backward compatibility to the previous version.
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4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. This proposal is for consideration and discussion within the REL committee. If there is consensus to agree this proposal, or a variant thereof, a CR to the ERELD template would then be required to be sent to the Operations and Process committee for that committee’s consideration.
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
