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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes a convention for allocating the date part of the filenames for documents and packages which are updated with Class 2 and/or Class 3 CRs.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a convention for allocating the date part of the filenames for documents and packages which are updated with Class 2 and/or Class 3 CRs.
3 Detailed Proposal

For the moment there is no convention for choosing the dates for the filenames for files and packages which are updates with Class 2 and class 3 CRS.

Options could be :

· Each document uses the date of the last agreed CR which was applied to that document.
Advantages – 

The date is easily known

Interim versions (with different filenames) can be circulated for checking by the editors or WG.

Disadvantages – 

Documents in an updated ERP may have different dates.

· All changed documents in the package use the date of the last agreed CR which was applied to the ERP.

Advantages – 

All changed documents in the ERP will have the same date as the ERELD and the package.

Disadvantages – 

The filenames cannot be assigned to any of the documents until the last CR is agreed

· All changed documents use the expected date of notification to TP

Advantages -  

All changed documents in a package will have the same date, 

Disadvantages – 

When the CRs are being applied, it is not always known when the package will be submitted for TP notification.
All three of these options have been used in the past without any comment or objections (that we are aware of).

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

After discussions within DSO, the second option was found to be preferable. It allows for consistent file names in a release and, should further changes be required before the package is uploaded to TP for notification, it allows for new filenames without having to use dates in the future. 
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
