The text at the top of the page reads "The deadlines noted in the table are for working group submission to their dedicated DSO representative. DSO will then create the package and submit it to REL for 24 hours of checking and if no problems are discovered the material will thereafter be ready for TP submission."

This text and the header which spans columns 3 and 4 could be interpreted to mean that they can submit a document or package to DSO on the given date and that it will be sufficient to get the document or package into that approvals or notifications cycle. In fact this represents the date that DSO should submit the document or package to REL for checking, which means that it can be difficult to meet the deadlines if DSO receive the material on this date.

DSO would like to propose that the text in the column header is changed as follows: “Deadlines for submission to REL”.
 Then it would be up to the dedicated DSO and WG to set up the schedule/deadlines when the material in question should be WG agreed and provided to the DSO.
The text at the top of the page could be modified as follows:
  "The deadlines noted in the table are for submission of the package to REL.. The packages are created by DSO who  submit it to REL for 48 hours of checking and if no problems are discovered the material will thereafter be ready for TP submission."
This wording also recognizes that it has become customary for REL to allow up to 48 hours for checking the material.
