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1 Reason for Contribution

It is anticipated that there will be acceptance of the next Process Document which includes new material on Historic documents.  This is a result of changes to the obsolescence section (see 13.1.6 of v1.4 draft ProcDoc).  These changes are expected to involve REL procedures.
This contribution proposes some handling activities in support of the anticipated changes.

2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal seeks to provide approaches to handle identification, notice and approval stages for the conversion of a document to historic status.

At this point, the proposal is more of an outline structure to permit discussion of relevant points.  After that is agreed, appropriate wording for the Release Process can be developed.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.11 Historic Document Procedures

The OMA Procedures (see section 13.1.6 of [OMAPROC]) provides for obsolescence of OMA documents.  Several conditions are needed before consideration for Historic Status:
· OMA is not providing maintenance on the material

· OMA wishes to discourage use of the material

The following sections describe the steps and actions needed to be taken to move documents to historic status.

5.11.1 Identification of Potential Historic Material

Several possible sources of potential Historic material

· Approved Material which has evolved with multiple versions replacing it

· Approved Material that never made it in the market and no ongoing support exists in OMA

· Candidate Material whose support ended with no chance of reaching Approved

Responsibility to identify such potential items would be primarily the WG for the first item.   The second class may be identified by members of the WG that developed such materials – or TP if the WG disbanded.  IOP may be key to identifying items in the third set.

To avoid creating issues on how to classify such material – the following would be required to set off the process

· Any OMA member (on own, or on behalf of a WG) could initiate the process for consideration of material as Historic (for WG to do so – it should be recorded in their minutes)

· Such action would be triggered by an Input Contribution made to REL requesting such consideration

· The Input Contribution would need to put forward a rational (the reasoning) for such consideration as well as listing any level of support for the proposal (e.g. source WG, IOP, group of members, etc.)

Upon receipt of the IC – REL would verify it understands the request, scope of material involved, rational provided, etc.  This may be acquired by discussion in REL with the supporters or a joint meeting with the relevant WG or IOP.

5.11.2 Notice and Review of Potential Historic Material

· After the REL accepts the request, it will provide notice of the request to the TP and to the public

· there will be sufficient notice period to permit collection of comments/concerns with the action

· In general, if there are parties credibly indicating that they are actively using the material, the effort to move the Historic downgraded as the operating premise is challenged.

· At the end of the review period – REL should collect comments and review the issues raised with the originating parties.

· REL should make decision on whether to proceed or not.

This is quite tricky – assume a Candidate in IOP dead zone – yet market entities say they have implemented – would want to consider if such actions can justify seeking approval…  Too many possibilities to list all – REL just needs to be prepared to consider various cases.

5.11.3 Approval of Change to Historic Status

· REL/DSO to package up approval package for TP Approval – IC which describes material being considered, rational for making the change, and any info handled in the review.

· If change approved by TP – Included in BoD package for ratification

· BoD approval required before any change to publication materials

5.11.4 Conversion of Material to Historic Status

· Document reference would be updated to carry the 'H' status

· Cover page updated – "Historic Version" to replace "Approved Version"

· Dates of Approved or Candidate Items would not be changed

· Doc History would be updated to reflect conversion to historic – date of action to be date item agreed in TP

· Publicly available material would shift to the Historic versions – still need click-thru to PDF and all that

· Going to Historic does not remove material from public view
4 Intellectual Property Rights
