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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA Historic Material
In OMA, the management of obsolescence is intended to ensure reviews of currency for OMA’s work and to indicate when the organization no longer provides maintenance for the work.  The focus for managing obsolescence is at the release level as several releases may reference individual specifications. The Historic state is used for documents that have been made obsolete and which OMA does no longer intend to maintain.

Note! OMA Presence SIMLE V1.0.1 is Historic and will no longer be maintained by OMA. Newer versions of the Release are available and can be found via the link at the bottom of this page.
The Presence SIMPLE enabler is a service that manages the collection and controlled dissemination of presence information.

The Presence Specification [PRS_Spec] defines a presence service framework consisting of the following functional entities:

· a Presence Source, which publishes presence information to be available to interested parties (Watchers); 

· a Watcher, which subscribes to receive published presence information made available by Presence Sources; 

· a Watcher Information Subscriber, which subscribes to receive information about Watchers; 

· a Presence Server, which receives presence information from Presence Sources, makes presence information available to Watchers and watcher information available to Watcher Information Subscribers; and 

· a Resource List Server, that provides Watchers with an efficient method of subscribing for presence information of multiple Presentities.

A Presentity may utilize the Presence XDMS [PRS_XDM] to define a presence authorization policy that affects the Watcher's view of the Presentity's presence information. The Presence Server receives the policy from the Presence XDMS and enforces it upon subscriptions received from Watchers.

A Watcher may utilize the RLS XDMS [PRS_RLSXDM] to define lists of Presentities, which provide the Watcher with an efficient method to subscribe for presence information.

In the case that there are versions of a release that available that are not historic, there also needs to be linkage between these newer versions and the historic version(s). As an example, the following would be shown on the page for OMA Presence SIMPLE V1.1:

 OMA Presence Simple V1.1

This version of the Presence SIMPLE enabler references the XDM V1.1 enabler [XDMER], due to the OMA recommendation that implementations not use the XDM V1.0 enabler. This means that there is no SIP subscription/notification mechanism by which Principals (e.g. Presence Server, Resource List Server, Presentities, etc.) can be notified of changes to XML documents stored in the Presence XDMS, RLS XDMS, or Shared XDMS.

NOTE: The Presence SIMPLE V1.1 Enabler Release is intended to obsolete V1.0. It is therefore recommended that implementations not use the Presence SIMPLE V1.0 Enabler Release.
