· Use abbreviations where possible (e.g. WG for Working Group, WI for Work Item, WID for Work Item Document).

· Remove the predicate OMA from OMA WG, OMA WI, OMA member, etc.

· Consistently change “submit to the Technical Plenary for approval” and “submit for approval to the Technical Plenary”, etc, to “submit for TP approval”.

· Break down and simplify complex and long sentences

Change 1:  (optional)Brief description of specific change

13.1.2 Assignment to Working Group Phase

Following approval, a WI SHALL be delegated to a Working Group (WG). The priority of assignment is in the order outlined by stages 4.1, 4.2 and 4.3 respectively. Figure 5 represents these stages.
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Figure 5. Flow Diagram for Assignment to Working Group Phase (Informative)

Upon delegation, the WG MAY require chartering activities. Initial technical activities may be undertaken, in good faith, on the expectation that the Charter would ultimately support the work.

13.1.2.1 Stage 4.1. Assignment of a WI to a Working Group Where the WI is in Scope

If the WI is within the scope of an existing WG, it SHOULD be directly allocated to that WG and work commence on the requirements document (RD) (stage 7).
 The WG SHOULD ensure the WI is completely within its scope. The working group SHALL update the charter if desired or needed.

13.1.2.2 Stage 4.2. Assignment to an Existing Group Where the WI Leads to a Change of Scope

If the WI relates to the work of an existing WG but is not covered by the current charter of that WG it SHOULD be assigned to the WG. 
The WG SHALL update its charter to reflect the change of scope caused by the allocation of the WI and resubmit its charter for TP approval (stage 5). Any updates to the WI as a result of the charter update SHALL be submitted for TP approval. 

13.1.2.3 Stage 4.3. Assignment to a New Group

If the WI does not relate to an existing WG, it SHALL be assigned to a new WG.
 The new WG’s initial task SHALL be to create a charter and to submit this for TP approval (stage 5). Any updates to the WI as a result of the charter definition SHALL be submitted for TP approval. 

13.1.2.4 Stage 5. Review of Revised or New Charters for Assigned WIs

Following submission to TP, the charter and any update to the WI deemed necessary, SHALL be made available for review and approval. 

13.1.2.5 Stage 6. Approval of Revised or New Charters for Assigned WIs

The goal of this stage is to assure clarity and agreement of the scope for the group undertaking the work. It is not intended to unduly restrict or hinder the group nor impede the progress of the assigned work.
The charter and any WI update SHALL be approved by TP unless an objection is made on the substance of the charter or WI update, e.g. it is not sufficiently well defined. If case of an objection, TP SHALL work to resolve the dissenting response. TP MAY request the WG to reconsider aspects of the charter or WI update, or TP MAY request one or more WGs for additional clarification or opinion, or TP MAY resolve any objections directly and inform the WG of the decision.

If the dissenting opinion cannot be resolved then TP SHALL vote on the issue. The appeal process defined in section 11.4, applies.
