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1 Reason for Contribution

The addition of WSDL products to the OMA family of components requires some additional supporting features.
2 Summary of Contribution

The following is a listing of items that need to be added/modified to add support for the WSDL packages.
3 Detailed Proposal

1) Add needed storage on the public website
As the WSDL zip packages should be looked at as similar to DTDs and Schemas, they should have a dedicated storage location on the website.

Action:  Create storage location at http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/wsdl
2) Add links from main website to locate WSDL information

Again, as with DTDs and Schemas, there is a need to permit interested parties to acquire information about the WSDL Zip packages.  This includes have a means to get to that information

Action: Revise the Technical information menu.

a) Change the label “DTDs and Profile Data” to “Supporting Data (DTD, Schema, WSDL)”
b) Add a subordinate menu “WSDL Packages” (linked to WSDL top page – e.g. /tech/wsdl.aspx)

3) Insert the WSDL main page

This would be similar to Schemas.aspx and be a listing of the available WSDL packages.  The initial body of text should be per the following for evaluation:
