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1 Reason for Change

During the REL discussions on improving the OMA Process, Procedures and Templates, it was noted that the Enabler Test Requirements (ETR) document is a mandatory part of an Enabler Release Package (ERP), yet many Working Groups overlook this.  It was therefore agreed to add an explicit reminder to the Enabler Release Definition (ERELD) document to include the ETR as part of the package.
This document proposes a revision to the ERELD to explicitly list the ETR under the documents that form part of the ERP. 

It is qualified as a class 2 change (bug fix) because the ETR is already a mandatory part of the ERP as per OMA Process.  This change therefore does not change the contents of the ETR or the ERELD.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility
