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Introduction

oneM2M has published its Candidate Release set of specifications in August 2014. The Candidate Release includes the document TS 0005 “Management Enablement (OMA)” which specifies the usage of OMA DM (versions 1.3 and 2.0) and OMA LWM2M resources in the oneM2M systems.   
Clause 5.6 of this specification provides the definition of a new Management Object, which is denoted “M2M CMDH Policies MO (MCMDH-MO)”. This MCMDH-MO represents a set of policies which controls Communication Management and Delivery Handling (CMDH) of M2M devices, which can be provisioned and managed remotely using OMA DM 1.3 or 2.0 protocols (note that the definition of a MCMDH object for LWM2M is intended to be added in a future release of the oneM2M specifications).
The oneM2M Management, Abstraction & Semantics (MAS) WG has agreed the attached update of TS-0005. This update now includes the XML representation of the MCMDH-MO Device Description Framework (DDF). 
Actions

oneM2M kindly asks OMA DM to review the attached specifications [1] of the MCMDH-MO  and to provide comments if there are any. 
The oneM2M MAS WG kindly suggests to handle such review in form of a joint oneM2M MAS/OMA DM WGs conference call. This call could possibly take place at one of the upcoming scheduled OMA DM call slots, or at one of the time slots scheduled for MAS-internal conference calls (Nov. 25, Dec. 15 or Jan. 5, UTC 21:00-23:00 respectively).

oneM2M kindly asks OMNA for registration of the MCMDH-MO management object  with the MO Identifier  urn:oma:mo:ext-onem2m-mcmdhmo:1.0. The finally agreed version of the DDF file should be posted on the OMNA web repository of externally defined MOs.
