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1 Reason for Contribution

Several use cases contained in the PoC RD, (reference OMA-RD_PoC-V1_0-20030822-D) recommends requirements directly towards user equipment. This contribution summarises those existing requirements and reduces them to a minimum set to be included in a normative section to the PoC RD. It also creates a placeholder for future UE requirements.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution is an attempt to start to isolate existing requirements from the use cases and propose their inclusion in normative sections of the PoC RD. In this case, the potential requirements identified apply to PoC enabled user equipment.

Each statement relating to user equipment is summarised. Statements that are considered duplicated are indicated. 

Finally, a recommendation to keep some of the requirements is made in the relevant normative section in the RD: -

3 Detailed Proposal

The detailed change proposal is proposed to section 6.4 System Elements in the PoC RD: -

6.4.1 User Equipment

· The PoC enabled terminals SHOULD support functions to set up the call, request the floor, and release the floor.  This does not need to be a dedicated button, although this will improve the user perception if available.  The terminal SHOULD have separate buttons to manually exit the call.

· PoC enabled terminals SHOULD support the capability to scroll through a list displayed on the screen and allow the user to select displayed entities.

· The terminals SHOULD support distinct comfort tones to announce an incoming call, and to properly arbitrate the use of the half duplex service (talk-proceed, floor open, floor rejected).

· Visual indicators (in addition to the audio tones) SHOULD be provided, indicating if a user is in a call, if the user has the floor, or if the other participant has the floor.

· A contact list allowing for easy selection of the target users SHOULD be supported, as well as recent call lists.  


· A list of active group member participants SHOULD be provided by the handset to the user
· The last PoC group or other PoC user with which the PoC user had a PoC session SHOULD remain as the default on the display of the PoC terminal after the session has ended.

· The PoC capable terminal SHOULD have a speaker in addition to the earpiece and provide a mechanism for the user to toggle between the two.

· Upon receipt of a Call Alert, the pressing the PTT button SHOULD immediately setup a Private Call to the Call Alert originator.
