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1 Reason for Contribution

It should be possible for a participant in an ongoing PoC session to add a third party to the session.  This requirement is not covered in the current OMA RD.  
2 Summary of Contribution

Proposed text is given in section 3.  This text assumes acceptance of contribution OMA-REQ-2003-0552R03-PoC_RD_Requirements_for_whisper_call, extending it to allow such calls while engaged in 1:1 calls.  Text for section 6.2.Y proposes the addition of users to ongoing sessions.
3 Detailed Proposal

6.2.Y Adding Participants to an Ongoing PoC Call

· A user participating in an ongoing PoC session, either a 1:1 call or a group call, MAY be able to add a PoC subscriber who is not currently a participant in the session.

· The party added to the session MAY be notified of the identities of all current participants  

· Other participants MAY be notified of the identity of the party added to the session.
· If the inviting user places a 1:1 call to the third party while engaged in the ongoing PTT session, as described in section 6.2.X, the inviting user SHALL have the ability to merge the 1:1 call into the ongoing PTT session.
