	The action taken at any time to: enable the registered presentity or watcher to invoke Presence Service features; allow other presentities or watchers to invoke Presence Service features concerning this presentity or watcher (e.g., by subscribing to its presence information); allow the Presence Service to invoke Presence Service features concerning this presentity or watcher (e.g., by notifying changes in the presence information).

	Availability
	A property of a presentity denoting its ability and willingness to communicate based on factors such as the identity or properties of the watcher and the preferences and/or policies that are associated with the presentity

	Closed
	A distinguished value of the status marker. In the context of instant messages, this value means that the associated instant inbox address, if any, corresponds to an instant inbox that is unable to accept an instant message. This value may have an analogous meaning for other communication means, but any such meaning is not defined by this model. Contrast with open.

	Communication address
	Consists of communication means and contact address.

	Communication means
	Indicates a method whereby communication can take place. Instant message service is one example of a communication means.

	Contact address
	A specific point of contact via some communication means. When using an instant message service, the contact address is an instant inbox address.

	Deactivation
	An action taken at any time to: disable the registered presentity or watcher from invoking future Presence Service features; disallow other presentities or watchers from invoking Presence Service Features concerning this presentity ot watcher (e.g., by removing all subscriptions to its presence information); disallow the Presence Service from invking Presence Service features concerning this presentity or watcher.

	Deregistration
	The deletion by the service provider, the subscriber or the system, of information stored for a particular service by a previous registration(s).

	Fetcher
	A form of watcher that has asked the presence service to for the presence information of one or more presentities, but has not asked for a subscription to be created.

	Fetcher
	A form of watcher that has asked the presence service for the presence information of one or more presentities, but is not requesting a notification from the presence service of (future) changes in a presentity's presence information.

	Identifier
	A means of indicating a point of contact, intended for public use such as on a business card. Telephone numbers, email addresses, and typical home page URLs are all examples of identifier in other systems.

	Interoperable services
	Two implementations are interoperable if they can interact without protocol interworking devices.

	Notification
	A message sent from the presence service to a subscriber when there is a change in the presence information of some presentity of interest, as recorded in one or more subscriptions.

	Open
	A distinguished value of the status marker. In the context of instant messages, this value means that the associated instant inbox address, if any, corresponds to an instant inbox that is ready to accept an instant message. This value may have an analogous meaning for other communication means, but any such meaning is not defined by this model. Contrast with closed.

	Other presence markup
	Any additional information included in the presence information of a presentity. The model does not define this further.

	A fetcher that requests presence information on a regular basis.

	Presence list
	Is the Presence information for a list of users.

	Presence list server
	Functional entity that stores grouped lists of watched presentities and enables a Watcher Application to subscribe to the presence of multiple presentities using a single transaction.

	Presence network agent
	Network located element that collects and sends network related presence information on behalf of the presentity to a presence server

	Presence protocol
	The messages that can be exchanged between a presentity and a presence service, or a watcher and a presence service.

	Presence server
	Network entity responsible for managing presence information on behalf of presence entity [editor’s note: should read “presentity”!]

	RFC2778
	Presence service
	Accepts, stores, and distributes presence information. May require authentication of presentities, and/or watchers. May have different authentication requirements for different presentities. May have different authentication requirements for different watchers, and may also have different authentication requirements for different presentities being watched by a single watcher. -- may have an internal structure involving multiple servers and/or proxies. There may be complex patterns of redirection and/or proxying while retaining logical connectivity to a single presence service. Note that a presence service does not require having a distinct server -- the service may be implemented as direct communication among presentity and watchers. May have an internal structure involving other presence services, which may be independently accessible in their own right as well as being reachable through the initial presence service.

	The capability to support management of presence information between watchers and presentities, in order to enable applications and services to make use of presence information.

This is essentially a "model/view" distinction: the presentity is the model of the presence being exposed, and is independent of its manifestation in any user interface. In addition, we deliberately take no position on how the presence user agent, presentity, and presence service are colocated or distributed across machines.

	Presence user agent
	A terminal or network located element that collects and sends user related presence information to a presence server on behalf of a Principal.

	Presentity
	Provides presence information to a presence service. Motivation: we don't like to coin new words, but "presentity" seemed worthwhile so as to have an unambiguous term for the entity of interest to a presence service. Note that the presentity is not (usually) located in the presence service: the presence service only has a recent version of the presentity's presence information. The presentity initiates changes in the presence information to be distributed by the presence service.

	Presentity
	Any uniquely identifiable entity that is capable of providing presence information to presence service. Examples of presentities are devices, services etc. Any presentity shall have one, and only one, principal associated with it.

	Presentity presence proxy
	Functional entity that provides presentity related functionality such as determining the presence server associated with a presentity.

	Principal
	Human, program, or collection of humans and/or programs that chooses to appear to the presence service as a single actor, distinct from all other principals. Motivation: we need a clear notion of the actors outside the system. "principal" seems as good a term as any.

	Principal
	Human, organisation, program, or collection of humans, organisations and/or programs that chooses to appear to the presence services as a single actor, distinct from all other principals. A principal is associated with one or more presentities and/or watchers. A principal is said to "own" a certain presentity or watcher if such an association exists. Within the context of this specification a subscriber may be a principal to one or more presentities and/or watchers. Examples: A subscriber may be a principal to the terminals (the presentities) he owns. A program, providing a stock exchange information service to customers, may be the principal to the market quotations (the presentities) it monitors. Note: The case where a presentity is not a subscriber requires to be further considered

	Provisioning
	An action taken by the service provider to make the presence service available to a principal. Provisioning may be general, where the service may be made available to all principals without prior arrangements being made with the service provider, or it may be pre-arranged, where the service is made available to an individual principal only after the necessary arrangements (e.g., login name, password) have been made with the service provider.

	Proxy
	A server that communicates presence information, instant messages, subscriptions and/or notifications to another server. Sometimes a proxy acts on behalf of a presentity, watcher, or instant inbox.

	Registration
	An action taken by the service provider or principal to provide information necessary for presentities and/or watchers to use the presence service. For example a 3GPP2 user could request the creation of a presentity associated with him and provice the corresponding access rules.

	Server
	An indivisible unit of a presence service or instant message service.

	RFC2778
	Stalking
	Using presence information to infer the whereabouts of a principal, especially for malicious or illegal purposes.

	RFC2778
	Status
	A distinguished part of the presence information of a presentity. Status has at least the mutually-exclusive values open and closed, which have meaning for the acceptance of instant messages, and may have meaning for other communication means. There may be other values of status that do not imply anything about instant message acceptance. These other values of status may be combined with open and closed or they may be mutually-exclusive with those values.

	Subscribed-watcher
	A type of watcher, which requests notification from the presence service of changes in a presentity's presence information, resulting in a watcher-subscription, as they occur in the future.

	Subscriber
	A form of watcher that has asked the presence service to notify it immediately of changes in the presence information of one or more presentities.

	RFC2778
	Subscription
	The information kept by the presence service about a subscriber's request to be notified of changes in the presence information of one or more presentities.

	Visibility rules
	Constraints on how a presence service makes watcher information available to watchers. For each watcher's watcher information, the applicable visibility rules are manipulated by the watcher user agent of a principal that controls the watcher.

	Watcher
	Requests presence information about a presentity, or watcher information about a watcher, from the presence service. Special types of watcher are fetcher, poller, and subscriber.

	Watcher
	Any uniquely identifiable entity that requests presence information about a presentity, or watcher information about a watcher, from the presence service. Special types of watcher are fetcher, poller, and subscribed-watcher. Any watcher shall have one, and only one, principal associated with it.

	Watcher information
	Information about watchers that have received presence information about a particular presentity within a particular recent span of time. Watcher information is maintained by the presence service, which may choose to present it in the same form as presence information; that is, the service may choose to make watchers look like a special form of presentity.

	Watcher presence proxy
	A functional entity that provides watcher related function such as authentication of Watchers.

	Watcher user agent
	Means for a principal to manipulate zero or more watchers controlled by that principal. Motivation: as with presence user agent and presentity, the distinction here is intended to isolate the core functionality of a watcher from how it might appear to be manipulated by a product. As previously, we deliberately take no position on whether the watcher user agent, watcher, and presence service are colocated or distributed across machines.

	Watcher-information
	Information about watchers that have received or may receive presence information about a particular presentity within a particular recent span of time.

	Watcher-subscription
	The information kept by the presence service about a subscribed-watcher's request to be notified of changes in the presence information of one or more presentities. Note: This definition represents an entity's request to obtain presence information, and is not related to the term "subscription" in [1]. Within this specification the term watcher-subscription (and its derivatives) purely refers to this relationship.

	Withdrawal
	An action taken by the service provider to remove an available service from a principal’s access- Withdrawal may be general (withdrawal of service from all principals) or specific (withdrawal of service from a particular principal).
