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1 Reason for Change

The definition of “Presence” has been discussed during OMA-REQ-IM breakouts. It was agreed to propose it to be entered into the OMA Dictionary to achieve consistency between Working Groups. 

Two definitions of “Presence” were found to exist in OMA documents. 

In the PAG AD: 

Presence: Information about the status and reachability of a specific individual, usually a person. See "Presentity". Defined in RFC 2778.

In the IM RD: 

Presence: Presence, or a model for presence, may include a combination of network state information (online or offline, location), application state information (idle or active) and user specified state information (available or busy).

The OMA-REQ-IM breakout proposed this to be changed as follows: 

Presence: Information about the status and reachability of a specific individual, usually a person.

Since then it has been commented: 

· That this proposed definition is not correct. 

· That this should be discussed in the OMA-REQ-Presence breakout.

· That the term to be defined should be "Presence Information" rather than “Presence”.

· That the proposed definition is too narrow, as there are use cases where presence information captures more than communication preferences, and can refer to things other than people.  

· That the proposed definition “violates my interpretation of RFC2778” which says:

· PRESENCE INFORMATION: consists of one or more PRESENCE TUPLES.

· PRESENCE TUPLE: consists of a STATUS, an optional COMMUNICATION ADDRESS, and optional OTHER PRESENCE MARKUP.

A broader definition has been suggested along the lines below, although it would need some refinements: 

Presence Information: Dynamic set of information pertaining to a Presentity (as per the 2778 definition) that may include the status, reachability, and capabilities of a user and/or their terminals.
