5 Recommendation

Recommend to replace bulletpoint 14 under section 6.1.3.2 in the Presence RD (OMA-RD_Presence-V1_0-20040615) with the proposed text.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

At the moment there is a requirement under the “Subscribe” section of 6.1.3.2 which reflects the capability of the Presence Service user to proactively or reactively authorise a watcher that attempt to subscribe to his/hers Presence information. The text stands as following:

14) A presentity MAY accept or deny incoming subscriptions. This MAY be done in advance, or as those subscriptions arrive.
The proposal is to clarify the requirements for the capability of the Presence Service to provide means for the authorization of watchers. It also reflects requirements derived from the use cases regarding “users’ privacy”.

Therefore the following text is proposed to replace bulletpoint 14 under section 6.1.3.2:

1. It SHALL be possible for a presentity to reactively authorize watchers that request its Presence Information.

2. It SHALL be possible for a presentity to proactively authorize watchers that will potentially request its Presence Information.

3. It SHALL be possible for a Presence Service user to decide during the reactive authorization procedure to enable the watcher for proactive authorization for future requests.

4. It SHALL be possible for a Presence Service user to determine which potential watchers or types of watchers (eg friends, family) shall be proactively authorized to receive his/her Presence Information

5. It SHALL be possible for a Presence Service user to determine which potential watchers or types of watchers (eg work mates) shall be reactively authorized in order to receive his/her Presence Information

6. The Presence Service MAY provide to the Presentity information related to the watchers that request his/her Presence information (eg his/her photo, name, MSISDN, free text etc). The information source can potentially be the watcher himself, a service provider's database or a combination of both.
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
