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1 Reason for Contribution

Contribution <OMA-REQ-2004-0498-EPEM_Changes_to_Section6> proposes to modify the current requirement 6.1 #10 

10. The PEEM enabler MAY be able to enforce policies triggered by events.” (Motivated by section 5.7)

by mentioning asynchronous requests and event notification mechanisms. We believe the proposed modified requirements can be re-formulated to add clarity and to align them with current requirement formulations in the RD. 

We also believe one of the proposed modified requirements is not needed as it is already covered by an existing requirement. 

2 Summary of Contribution

Two of the proposed modified requirements are proposed to be re-formulated. 

One of the proposed modified requirements are proposed not to be added. 

3 Detailed Proposal

Contribution <OMA-REQ-2004-0498-EPEM_Changes_to_Section6> proposes to modify the current requirement 6.1 #10 as follows: 

10. 
The EPEM enabler MUST support pre-defined asynchronous requests, via an event notification mechanism,  for policy evaluation and enforcement for OMA enablers.

The EPEM enabler SHOULD support pre-defined asynchronous requests, via an event notification mechanism, for policy evaluation and enforcement for non-OMA resources.

The EPEM enabler MUST provide mechanisms for associating events with policies.
We believe the first two modified requirements would benefit from:  

a) Using the same expressions as done before for these kinds of requirements, i.e. in requirement 6.1 #3 “The EPEM enabler MUST be able to evaluate and enforce policies on any request …”, and 


b) Clarifying that the event notification mechanism is external to the PEEM enabler, which means that it would not matter from or via what entity these asyncronous requests come, they still are asyncronous requests, originating outside of the PEEM enabler, that the PEEM enabler shall be able to handle. 

We therefore propose to re-formulate the first two modifed requirements as follows: 

The PEEM enabler MUST be able to evaluate and enforce policies on a-syncronous requests, e.g., via an external event notification mechanism, for policy evaluation and enforcement for OMA enablers.  (Motivated by section 5.7.)

The PEEM enabler SHOULD be able to evaluate and enforce policies on a-syncronous requests, e.g., via an external event notification mechanism, for policy evaluation and enforcement for non-OMA resources. (Motivated by section 5.7.)

We also do not believe that the last modifed requirement is needed since events will appear, possibly via an external event notification mechanism as a-syncronous requests, and there is already a requirement to associate such requests with policies; 

6.1 #4 “The PEEM enabler MUST be able to identify policies relevant to a request and response.” 

We therefore propose this third modified requirement not to be added.

11. The PEEM enabler SHOULD be able to evaluate and enforce policies on a-syncronous requests, e.g., via an external event notification mechanism, for policy evaluation and enforcement for non-OMA resources. (Motivated by section 5.7.)
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
