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1 Reason for Change

WSI material in the current IM RD (OMA-RD_Instant Messaging-V1_0-20040708-D) is legacy from IMPS. The WSI use cases are written in a very technical/architectural way and do not illustrate market benefits for different actors. In addition, there are no companies interested in processing this legacy material, namely the list of WSI-related requirements that are in Appendix A. In addition, the breakout has a mission to reduce the number of use cases.
