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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement WID 098 has been approved. The WID, while addressing specific topics to be included in PoC release 2, intentionally provides the flexibility to allow any other new requirements as are contributed to the work and agreed for inclusion. 
The contributors believe that PoC support for the functionality sketched by the use-cases below would significantly enhance the user experience of PoC, and would meet a market requirement that could increase operator revenues.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents several use cases on PoC release 2 for inclusion in a first version of the PoC release 2 RD. The elaboration of the corresponding requirements is for further study. 

The proposed functionalities for PoC rel 2 are:

· Enhanced URI List Support

· PoC session establishment to a URI list with multiple pre-arranged groups and individual users
· Provides more flexible calling capability based on being able to user more than one pre-arranged group or pre-arranged groups and individual users  

· Multicast Media Transport

· Provides better spectrum utilization for groups of users that are generally known to be highly geographically local to one another, e.g., security staff on a camp
· Must at least be able to utilize multicast systems enablers being developed by 3GPP and 3GPP2, namely MBMS and BCMCS, respectively

1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case depicts a situation where user A (a manager) wants to initiate a pre-arranged PoC session with three pre-arranged groups (employees in different geographical areas that typically communicate only among themselves) and an individual (the manager's manager) not belonging to any of the three pre-arranged groups.
1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC service subscribers A and the other members of the pre-arranged group

· PoC service provider

1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

None identified

1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· The manager A would otherwise have to create a PoC session to one pre-arranged group and conference in the other pre-arranged groups and his manager.  

· As the PoC service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature the PoC service provider may attract more customers.  

1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· The pre-arranged groups exist

· The manager and the manager's manager subscribe to the PoC service.

· There are no policies preventing members of the various groups and individuals from being on the same PoC session.  In this sense the manager may or may not belong to one of the pre-arranged groups. 

1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· A PoC session between members of the three pre-arranged groups and the two managers has been established

1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· The manager selects three pre-arranged groups and the manager's manager and Pushes the button

· They are all connected

1.2.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case depicts a situation where a group of users in a highly localized geographical area communicate regularly among themselves.  An example of a highly localized area is a building or campus.  Because the users are all relatively close to one another, it is possible for some or all of the users to listen to the current active speaker on one multicast over-the-air connection.   The ability to transport the media on the same over-the-air connection multicast delivery style reduces the number of VOIP based over-the-air connections from the number of users on the PoC session to just one over-the-air connection.   
1.2.2 Actors

· A group of users in a highly localized geographical area

· Service provider

1.1.2.3 Actor Specific Issues

All located in a highly localized geographical area

1.1.2.4 Actor Specific Benefits

PoC Participants:

· Possibly a lower charge from the service provider as a result of a common shared multicast channel

Service Provider

· Increased availability of spectrum and therefore revenue.

1.2.3 Pre-conditions

· A group of users in the highly localized area

· A service provider policy to use multicast delivery style for these users 

1.2.4 Post-conditions

A PoC session over a multicast shared over-the-air connection

1.2.5 Normal Flow

· One of the participants establishes a Poc session to the other geographically localized members

· The PoC session between A and B is established over a single over-the-air connection as appropriate, i.e., if the campus is too large then more than one such over-the-air connection may be necessary.

1.2.6 Alternative Flow

None identified.

1.2.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· Charging needs to take into account the user of the multicast over-the-air connection 
Derived / Proposed Requirements

· A PoC user MUST be able to a establish a PoC session with multiple pre-arranged groups and individual users

· A PoC user MUST be able to establish a PoC session whose media makes use of a multicast address.   Carrier policy and/or user subscription determines if a group of users are able to utilize multicast addresses for media or not.
