1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

User initiates a PoC text session to a selected PoC user(s) or pre-arranged PoC group. Selected PoC users receive an invitation to text chat session and may join in. Session participants can send and receive text messages.

User initiates a PoC text session with the participants of an active PoC voice session. Participants of the session get an invitation to the text session and may join in. Session participants can either send text messages to each other or communicate using PoC voice. PoC voice session or PoC text session can be terminated individually or both at the same time. 

User initiates a PoC voice session with the participants of an active PoC text session. Participants of the session get an invitation to the voice session, join in and can either send text messages to each other or communicate using PoC voice. PoC voice session or PoC text session can be terminated individually or both at the same time.

User sends a PoC message to the participant(s) of an active PoC session. Message can include text, image, audio clip, video clip etc. Recipients can see the content of the message immediately or are given an indication of a received message. Recipients can save the received message.

An ongoing PoC session with two or more participants.

1.1.2.3 Actor Specific Issues

1.1.2.4 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· The PoC session participants can easily send messages to other PoC session participants. The message can contain multimedia e.g. images, audio or video. No separate messaging session is needed to be established.   

· As the PoC service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature the PoC service provider may attract more customers.  
1.2.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· The PoC users have a PoC subscription including PoC voice and messaging

· The PoC users have a multimedia messaging capable terminal
1.2.4 Post-conditions

A PoC (multimedia) message has been delivered to the PoC session participants 
1.2.5 Normal Flow

· One of the participants sends a (multimedia) message to other PoC session participants

· Other participants of PoC session receive the message and can see the contents immediately

1.2.6 Alternative Flow

1.2.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

Derived / Proposed Requirements

· A PoC user SHALL be able to a establish a PoC text session with other users 

· A PoC user SHALL be able to participate in both voice and text sessions simultaneously

· A PoC user SHALL be able to send and receive a PoC text or multimedia message (containing e.g. images, audio or video) to other PoC session participant(s)
