· a PoC service subscriber is able to start to speak before other end explicitly releases his right-to-speak in one-to-one session

1.1 Abridged floor transfer

1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case shows how subscribers are able to enjoy a more natural flow of conversion in one-to-one PoC sessions. 
1.1.2 Actors

The actors are:

· PoC service subscriber A
· PoC service subscriber B
1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

The issue for the actors is:

· In case of one-to-one session, it is obvious that a subscriber who is not granted to speak is able to start to speak just after the other subscriber finishes speaking. However, the V1 specification allows a subscriber only to request his floor and he has to wait that his floor will be granted by PoC service.
1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefit for the actors is:

· In case of one-to-one session, a PoC service subscriber is able to start to speak without waiting his floor to be granted when he finds other end finished speaking. 
1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· Subscribers A and B have PoC capable terminals.
1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· Floor will be transferred from subscriber A to subscriber B. 
1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

1. Subscriber A invites subscriber B.
2. Once subscriber B joined, subscriber A requests to PoC service his right to speak.
3. PoC service grants subscriber A his right.
4. Subscriber A starts to speak.
5. Subscriber B requests to PoC service for taking the floor from subscriber A with explicitly specifying his intention to taking the floor from subscriber A. (this is done by the subscriber B because, based on the speech content of subscriber A, subscriber B is able to detect that subscriber A is going to end his speech). 
6. PoC service transfers the floor from subscriber A to subscriber B immediately before the floor is released by subscriber A.
7. Subscriber B starts to speak.
1.1.6 Alternative Flow

· At step 6, subscriber A receives an indication that his floor was taken and subscriber B receives an indication that he was granted to speak. 
1.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· PoC service is able to release the floor from the subscriber who currently possesses it.
· PoC subscriber is informed when his floor is taken before he releases the floor.
Derived / Proposed Requirements

· The following MAY be included as a requirement on the Floor Control mechanism:
· To indicate that, for one-to-one session, a PoC participant who is going to take right-to-speak before other end explicitly releases his right-to-speak.
