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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-REQ-2004-0875R01-PoC_Enhancement_usecases was presented in Frankfurt. Action item was given to relate to OMA-REQ-2004-1044R03-PoC2-Use-cases-Interworking.  
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the requirements that we want to see derived from any such combination.
Having reviewed the list we believe that they are complementary and not overlapping.

3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Proposed interworking requirements
· The PoC enhanced enabler MUST support interworking with SIP-based voice chat systems deployed over the internet or behind firewalls (e.g. enterprises; outside PoC provider domain or roaming domain).
· The PoC enhanced enabler MUST interwork with voice chat systems without floor control mechanisms

· The PoC enhanced enabler MUST interwork with voice chat systems without notions of group or not sharing groups with PoC sessions
· The PoC enhanced enabler MUST interwork with SIP-based voice services deployed over the internet or intranets to allow adding user to a session (the user may not be a Poc user i.e. know by PoC system).
· The PoC enhanced enabler MAY interwork with VoIP services deployed over the internet or intranets to allow adding user to a session  (the user may not be a Poc user i.e. know by PoC system).
· The PoC enhanced enabler MAY interwork with traditional voice services (e.g. PSTN) to allow adding user to a session  (the user may not be a Poc user i.e. know by PoC system).
· The PoC enhanced enabler MUST interwork with other OMA enabler

· The PoC enhanced enabler MUST interwork with other enabler across multiple domains or actors (e.g. in corporate versus service provider domain).

· With the PoC enhanced user, a PoC user MUST be able to establish a PoC session with pre-arranged groups from a non-PoC enabled domain

· With the PoC enhanced user, a PoC user MUST be able to receive/participate in a PoC session while in a non-PoC enabled domain.

· With the PoC enhanced user, a PoC user MUST be able to initiate/join/be invited to a PoC session including users, in both PoC enabled and non-PoC enabled domains

· An authorized non-PoC user MUST be able to initiate/join/be invited to a PoC session including users, in both PoC and non-PoC enabled domains
