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1 Reason for Change

Section 6 of the RD Template contains the normative requirements.  There has been considerable confusion within OMA recently about the scope of these requirements, and currently the RD offers no guidance in this area.  This CR adds a short comment to the text box under the section 6 header which clarifies the purpose and scope of the RD requirements.
