ID OMA-REQ-2005-0386R01-LU-Comments-to-Mobile-Email-RD-formal-review commented that a concise introductory statement was required in the Mobile Email RD ‘Introduction’ section, that captures the motivation of the work. On the Mobile Email conference call, the proposed wording in OMA-REQ-2005-0386R01was reviewed and it was suggested that the proposed text should include a more explicit mention of ‘consumer’ end-user.

Introduction
(Informative)

The proliferation of proprietary solutions for implementing e-mail services on mobile devices made available through different vendors proves the need for an industry standard for Mobile E-mail. Mobile E-mail is considered a key enabler for the mobilization of enterprises. The lack of standards potentially creates a significant burden on an enterprise’s IT and services management infrastructure when a multitude of end-user devices need to be supported. The standardization of a Mobile E-mail enabler will allow enterprises to cost-efficiently provide its remote mobile workers access to corporate e-mail as well as address the wider challenge of promoting e-mail services to consumer users, i.e. a broader community of mobile users than closed enterprise networks. Service providers will have an additional source of revenue and vendors will have a common set of specifications to build Mobile E-mail clients and servers.
