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1 Reason for Contribution

The requirement USAB-27 in the Mobile Email RD only requires the Mobile-email Enabler to support multiple email accounts, but it does not clarify the supporting for multiple email servers, which I think it should be supported by the Mobile-email Enabler.

For example, mobile operator can provide only one enabler to connect with multiple SP’s email servers.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes that mobile email enabler shall be able to support multiple email servers at the same time and support multiple email accounts on same or different email servers.

1. Add new requirement:

Mobile email enabler SHOULD support multiple email servers.

2. USAB-27 is changed to

Mobile email enabler SHOULD support multiple email accounts on the same or different email servers.
