The discussion centred around the Release mechanism of 3GPP vs OMA in which 3GPP has fixed Releases for all of its work, whereas OMA has one release per enabler, and timeline slippage is much worse in OMA than 3GPP because of this.  This is also highlighted in the Telecom Italia contribution #33 so these items should be discussed together.
