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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-REQ-2008-0051R01-INP_CR_Template_ReqDoc_REQ_QATI was presented to REQ WG, submitted to an R&A period and then agreed: this document proposes (among other changes) to add a new section in the RD template called “5. [Enabler name] enabler description”. 

The changes contained in OMA-REQ-2008-0051R01 were presented (together with other agreed CRs to RD template) by REQ WG chair to REL during the REQ-REL joint conf call on 3 April 2008: during that conf call, a suggestion was arisen to merge introduction and enabler description.

This contribution is for helping the discussion in favour of having two separate sections for introduction and enabler description in the RD template.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes some reasoning in favour of having two separate sections for introduction and enabler description for RD template.
3 Detailed Proposal

The reasoning for creating a new section for the "Enabler description" is to stress that a clear description of "what we are talking about" is needed, while in the "Introduction" authors would like to see an explaination of the background context to introduce the enabler description. In other words, in the introduction authors propose to have the background useful to understand, whilst in the "Description" authors propose to have text illustrating what the enabler is about, describing the enabler in terms of its functionalities, identifying the actors and their relationships.

The attached file can help on discussing what is the difference between Introduction and Description (and Scope as well) in the authors’ understanding: text is extracted from the CAB RD (OMA-REQ-2008-0057-INP_CAB_1.0_FOR_FORMAL_REVIEW), and in red there is the text that was in the Scope section of the CAB RD, in blue there is the text that was in the Introduction. This is not a proposal to change CAB RD, just an example to understanding what the authors have in mind (see attached document “example - CAB RD using new template.doc”).
