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1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this input is to recommend changing the length of the TP R&A period from one week to two weeks.
2 Detailed Proposal

On February 19, the Technical Plenary introduced an “Enhanced Review and Approval process” [1]. The most significant change was the introduction of a 7-day cadence cycle. Since then, there have been a number of occasions (due to holidays, etc.) when the TP has chosen to extend the review period to 14 days. Most notably, the members of the TP agreed to use a 14 day cycle for the duration of the summer to accommodate significant absenteeism due to vacations. 

We supported the change to a 7-day cycle but it didn’t take long to realize that one week was typically not enough time to route documents internally, determine a position, post that position to the TP list and then discuss the issue on the TP list before the end of the review period. 

In contrast, the 14-day period used during the summer was much more workable, so we propose switching to a 14-day period on a permanent basis.
