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1 Reason for Contribution

The 3GPP and the OMA are widely supported by the mobile industry, with many companies participating in both organisations. It is essential that there is a clearer expectation from each organisation with the goal to eliminate any duplication or directly conflicting activities. Some general guidelines should be agreed first and applied to any further work that may be considered by either organisation

2 Summary of Contribution

We propose an initial set of guidelines and a route for further decision making on any specific requirements.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following guidelines should be taken into account by the 3GPP and OMA organisations when planning further work:- 

· The OMA develops application and service enabler requirements for mobile services and should continue to develop implementation where this is not intrinsic to the IMS platform (such as for WAP). 

· For some features it may not be possible to pre-define which organization is appropriate to take the initiative on the Service Requirement (Stage-1) and System Architecture (Stage-2).  It is proposed that a joint ad-hoc meeting is used to gain agreement on specific requirements and architecture between the two organizations. The formal Requirements and Architecture work as well as Stage-3 can then be done for upper application layer (Layers 6 & 7) by OMA and for lower network layer (Layers 1 to 5) by 3GPP using the basic architecture agreed.

· Where the OMA generates requirements on the Radio and Core Network platform these should be submitted to 3GPP for further analysis.

· We fully support the concept of the IMS platform but we expect the expertise for this to remain within the 3GPP.

· Where the OMA generates requirements on the IMS platform these should be submitted to 3GPP for further analysis. 

· The OMA should route requirements on the IETF protocols through 3GPP to ensure coordination with the IMS derived requirements on IETF. 

· A set of stable technical interfaces should be agreed between the two organizations.

We request that the workshop take account of these proposals in setting the direction for the future work planning between 3GPP and the OMA.
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
