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1 Reason for Contribution

During the Technical Plenary Review and Approval cycle of 15th – 28th October 2003 the Multi-Modal Multi-device requirements document (submitted as contribution TP-2003-0520) was approved.

However TP-2003-0520 has two recommendations that have been approved as part of the document approval. However one suggests TP takes an action without a proposed answer so TP has approved that it needs to take an action.

This contribution proposes such an action.

2 Summary of Contribution

The “Reason for Contribution” provides the background.

This contribution proposes assignment of the Multi-Modal Multi-device work item for subsequent detailed specification activity to the OMA Browsing and Content group.

3 Detailed Proposal

During the Technical Plenary Review and Approval cycle of 15th – 28th October 2003 the Multi-Modal Multi-device requirements document (submitted as contribution TP-2003-0520) was approved.

However TP-2003-0520 has two recommendations that have been approved as part of the document approval, namely

1. Approve the Multimodal Multi Device Services RD.

2. Transfer the Multimodal Multi Device Services Work Item to another WG for implementation.

The first recommendation is clear and is complete by virtue of the RD being approved, though it is worth noting there are some comments that have not been addressed that the group assigned the WID should consider and address.

The second recommendation has also been approved as part of the R&A and now TP needs to do the transfer of the work item for subsequent detailed specification activity. The recommendation did not suggest where which group should be assigned this work item by TP.

The history of the Multi-Modal Multi-Device activity goes back some time to before OMA was formed. Initial discussions occurred in the forerunner to the OMA REQ group and the detailed technical discussions in the forerunner to today’s BAC group, and in particular the MAE subgroup. The reasons then were the strong association with the markup languages of and the coexistence with the browser.

It is therefore proposed in this contribution that the Multi-Modal Multi-Device work item is now transferred to the BAC group by TP.

The reasons are many including:

· The history of the work leading to the RD

· The RD review report lists REQ and MAE as the groups presenting the RD for review.

· The strong ties with the markup languages we have in OMA today and especially those of XHTMLMP etc. which are handled by BAC, and in particular MAE.

· The strong linkages with the Browser for at least one of the modalities requiring MAE to be involved in this work.

· The focussing of the MAG group into BAC during the summer of 2003 adds weight to this work item being assigned to BAC as it is within its domain

5 Recommendation

This contribution recommends the Multi-Modal Multi-Device work item is now assigned to BAC following the approval of the RD. The Technical Plenary is requested to consider and approve the proposed assignment.
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
