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1 Reason for Contribution

As tasked by the TP in Orlando I have drafted, with significant inputs from Alexa Hanes and Bennett Marks, a presentation to represent the OMA position to the W3C workshop in the Mobile Web Initiative which takes place in Barcelona on November 18th – 19th.

3 Detailed Proposal

The attached presentation has an introduction slide describing the structure of the presentation.
There is general introductory information relating to OMA using material used commonly in OMA presentations.

There is an introduction to the OMA’s adoption rate of W3C technology in broad brush terms showing that from a follower OMA is reaching the point where we are discussing the same future issues for the web as are going on inside the W3C.

There is a short discussion on why the W3C Mobile Web Initiative is important but casting this in terms of it being part of a bigger story that suggests the building of a well defined standardization ecology for the mobile web including an example of how this could work for an OMA WI in progress.

There is a discussion on OMA working practices and key policy areas to ensure a clear understanding of transparency etc from any participants in the workshop that may not know OMA well enough.
There is discussion on some key areas OMA and W3C can cooperate on, directly or as part of the indicated standardization ecology.

Finally there is a wrap-up including some important messages and areas for immediate cooperation.
The changes in R01 are:

a) correction of spelling mistakes
b) splitting the side re OMA practices to make it easier for people to read (less content per page)
c) correction of term “enabler release” on slide 21

d) addition of “essential” to the IPR bullet re licensing.

e) Rewording of bullets re transparency of spec development to form one bullet showing RDs, Ads and Specs are to be public as early as possible.
f) Formatting to make a more consistent use of fonts etc.
