5 Recommendation

Conclusion
Many of the OMA WGs are developing XML documents for the different OMA enablers, including DTDs.  These documents are for exchange of protocol data between two entities in a communications session.

The XML Document Management activity in PAG is clearly different from these because it is about having an XML document, or a set of XML documents, resident on a server, or servers, and defining how to electronically update the content of those XML documents due to a change in circumstances.
The TP should review this conclusion and the table above, and update if needed, and consider whether further action is required.
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
