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1 Reason for Contribution

The XDM enabler currently contains submarine unfulfilled requirements in the AD which were not visible to the REQ group which is responsible for ensuring that the enabler fulfils the market requirements for XDM.
The pair of CRs attached moves the table showing the unfulfilled requirements from the XDM AD to the XDM RD.

This pair of CRs has been agreed in PAG, and has been advised to REQ and ARC.  It has not formally been submitted to REQ or ARC but in the interests of correcting this error as early as possible, and since these CRs just move text from one place to another in the Enabler, this would be a formality.

The author has not been contacted by anyone who has a problem with these CRs being implemented and the CRs have been available for over 10 days.

It is hoped that the TP can approve this package so the new XDM package is available for Board Review later this month along with the Presence and PoC enablers.
