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1 Reason for Contribution

This Input Contribution seeks the approval of the Technical Plenary for WID #0110 which would start work on Dynamic Content Delivery (DCD).  The attached WID describes the anticipated work that is intended to involve a full enabler development like-cycle.  Similarly, the attached WISPR provides initial views of the near-term development objectives.
