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1 Reason for Contribution

The MMS version 1.2 enabler release received its final Approval on March 1, 2005. The approval package contains an Enabler Release Definition that lists the OMA-MMS-W4-V1_2 document (an OMNA registered text file) as one of the documents that is part of the release, yet this document was not included in the approval package. This input contribution aims to correct this mistake by providing notification to the Technical Plenary of that this document was intended to be included as part of the MMS V1.2.

3 Detailed Proposal.

The following provides a background of the events leading up to the notification of the changes to the MMS V1.2 enabler release:
· MMS V1.2 was approved as a Candidate in 2003 through the input contribution OMA-TP-2003-0303-MMS-v1_2-proposed-candidate. At this point, the OMA-MMS-W4-V1-2 document is not yet part of the release.
· During the Technical Plenary meeting in Bangkok in June 2004, the MWG chair informed the TP of changes made to MMS V1.2 (see OMA-TP-2004-0239R01-minutes_Bangkok and OMA-TP-2004-0174R01-MWG-Bangkok-Report).

The changes made were reported to be only class 2 or 3, thus the MWG chair was requested to send the updated material to the Release Planning and Management committee. Document OMA-TP-2004-0231-MMS-1.2-Enabler-Changes lists the changes done and slide #7 lists the W4 document as a new document in MMS V1.2. The Release Planning and Management committee  did however never receive the formal notification of that MWG had made these changes to MMS V1.2 and did thus not initiate the publication of an update of the MMS V1.2 enabler release.
· During the Technical Plenary meeting In Frankfurt in February 2005, the MWG chair presented OMA-TP-2005-0025-MMS-v1.2-Enabler-Release-Change which contained additional changes to MMS V1.2 and it was later agreed that these and the earlier changes reported in Bangkok would be incorporated into the release at the point of the time when the enabler release was approved, as the IOP WG at the same time reported that they thought the release had gone through a sufficient level of interoperability testing.

· When the material for final Approval was collected, the editors of the specifications sent the REL chair the documents that had been changed one by one, rather than as a whole updated package.  Unfortunately was never the OMA-MMS-W4-V1-2 sent, nor did anyone notice that it was missing once the approval package for MMS V1.2 was presented for final Approval.

· The approval package that was sent to the Technical Plenary (OMA-TP-2005-0082-MMS-V1_2-for-final-Approval) does contain a revision of the Enabler Release Definition for the release that lists OMA-MMS-W4-V1-2 as one the documents that are to be part of the release. The input contribution cover sheet that identifies the contents of the release does however not mention this document.
· The MMS V1.2 enabler release received it final Approval from the Technical Plenary on March 1 and was subsequently published without the OMA-MMS-W4-V1-2 document.

· In April 2005, it was discovered that the document is not part of the release and the MMSG chair takes action to ensure that the document is included.
This input contribution provides a notification to the Technical Plenary of the mistake that was made and provides an update of the enabler release package OMA-ERP-MMS-V1_2-20050429-A that includes document OMA-MMS-W4-V1_2-20040930-C. Besides the inclusion of the new document has the Enabler Release Definition been changed so that it outlines what changes that have been made to the release (OMA-ERELD-MMS-V1_2_1-20050429-A). The changes made to this document can be found in OMA-ERELD-MMS-V1_2_1-20050429-A-changebars.
