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1 Reason for Contribution

The OMA Release Planning & Management Committee has recently executed an Enabler Release poll.  The companies supporting this contribution welcome this poll and believe that OMA should continue to capture market feedback in order to continue to deliver market-driven, mobile service enablers. This contribution provides additional market feedback to supplement the REL Enabler Release poll.

2 Summary of Contribution

In the opinion of the companies supporting this Input Contribution, the Operator results obtained in the REL Enabler Release poll largely reflect Operator interest in potential and candidate enablers. 

3 Detailed Proposal

The companies supporting this contribution largely agree with the Operator results of the REL Enabler Release poll and believe that those potential and candidate enablers that received high average scores are an approximate reflection of strong Operator interest. The supporting companies also note that WID-0074 SIP/SIMPLE Based Instant Messaging Service was omitted from the REL poll. A separate Operator poll conducted amongst the supporters of this contribution corroborated the findings of the REL poll, in addition, it revealed that WID-0074 SIP/SIMPLE Based Instant Messaging Service is viewed as important from an Operator perspective.

The supporting companies hope that the Operator results of the REL poll, in addition to this Input Contribution, will serve as useful input to OMA and OMA members.  In addition, the supporting companies wish to reaffirm the importance of the IOP phase in supporting interoperability across different devices, service providers, networks, and operators. The supporters of this contribution hope that the REL enabler poll (specifically the Operator Candidate Enabler results) will assist the vendor community with resource planning for test specification development and product planning for test tool availability.
