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1 Reason for Contribution

MWG-MMSG had a formal vote related to the SOAP HTTP issue. As per the OMA process, MWG wishes to provide you the background that led to this vote and the vote results for ratification.

3 Detailed Proposal

Background: 
Messages that are exchanged over the MM7 interface (between the MMS Relay/Server and a VASP) are realized using SOAP as the formatting language. SOAP messages over this interface are bound to HTTP for the transfer: SOAP request messages are transferred in an HTTP POST request, and SOAP response messages in an HTTP response.
 

Issue:
When there is a request processing error, a SOAP Fault is included in the SOAP response message. The issue was: what shall be the HTTP return code associated with the SOAP Fault? Some companies think it shall be "200 OK", while some others think it shall be "500 Internal Server Error".
Consensus effort:
This issue was first raised during the Athens meeting (December 2005) with two contributions for the "200" (cf. OMA-MMSG-2005-0256) and "500" (cf. OMA-MMSG-2005-0252) solutions respectively, but no consensus could be reached on an agreeable solution. In an attempt to find a compromise, another solution that allows both the "200" and "500" was proposed in Paris (cf. OMA-MMSG-2006-0014), but was officially objected. Several conference calls were also held in-between to try to reach a consensus, but without success. The MMSG finally decided to have a formal vote on the most recent proposal, i.e. OMA-MMSG-2006-0014.
