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1 Reason for Contribution

The IOP WG has agreed to the OMA-EVP-Charging-V1_0 (Enabler Validation Plan) and wants to submit the EVP for TP candidate Approval.
EVP background info:

A key issue related to the issue around ETS closure at Enabler Approval has been that there has been no other clear document (at least known to the TP and Board) that clearly describes the full intent of the testing activities.  This has resulted in a desire to approve ETS when the enabler is approved, making further revisions to the ETS not possible without raising other issues (e.g. versioning).

Therefore, to help resolve this problem a new document was proposed.  This new document is called the Enabler Validation Plan (EVP) and provides a clear plan by which OMA will validate enablers.  In doing so, it accommodates the needed objectives laid out in the process document regarding enabler validation (see section 13.1.4 Candidate Validation and Final Approval Phase).  This includes not only activities related to test fests but other validation activities that may be needed in lieu of test fests for all or part of the technical elements of the enabler.  These alternative validation activities are described in section 13.1.4.3 (Stage 15.1 – Alternative Validation Activities).

Note that the ETS is substantially untouched in this proposal.  It will hold test cases that would be pointed to from the EVP.  For enablers with considerable number of tests, multiple ETS could be produced to address different test domains. If such multiple ETS are produced, the EVP would point to each and include tests as appropriate for the test fest entry criteria and required test fest testing.  The EVP will utilize fully qualified ETS references to ensure that specific versions are properly associated.
