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Basic Guidelines concerning Handling of Intellectual Properties


(Patent Policy)

These Basic Guidelines concerning Handling of Intellectual Properties are established by Peer-to-peer Universal Computing Consortium (hereinafter called "PUCC") to bring all of its members profits by promoting the development and research of peer-to-peer networking systems and other activities, and making the results therefrom popular in large with having respect for the intellectual property rights owned by each member and maintaining equal and fair treatment among the members.

Section 1. Handling of Patent Rights Constituting Standard Specifications

Any member that has the rights to any patent, utility model, design or trademark, or to exercise any licensed patent, utility model or design (hereinafter collectively called the "Patent Rights"), or the copyrights to certain programs related to the technologies constituting, in whole or in part, the standard specifications of peer-to-peer networking systems PUCC does and will establish (hereinafter called the "Standard Specifications") will grant other members making use of the Standard Specifications the license to such Patent Rights and such copyrights under the reasonable terms and conditions on an equal basis without exception. The previous rule will not apply to the case where a member making use of the Standard Specifications who has the Patent Rights or the copyrights to other programs related to other technologies constituting, in whole or in part, the Standard Specifications grants other members the license to such Patent Rights or such copyrights under the unreasonable terms or conditions on an unequal basis with exception.

Section 2. Free Use of Patent Rights Owned by Members

PUCC may, free of charge, exercise (but limited to use) the Patent Rights owned by a member to peer-to-peer networking systems, and use (but limited to make a copy, reproduction or adaptation of) the copyrights to the programs related thereto to the extent necessary for the development and research of such peer-to-peer networking systems, which includes the license granted to collaborative researchers and developers, and those who retain the same.

Section 3. Obligation to Report Patent Rights Owned by Members

1. Any member that has the Patent Rights to peer-to-peer networking systems will report to PUCC the details of such Patent Rights. In addition, any member that makes a new invention, device or design related to peer-to-peer networks (hereinafter collectively called the "Inventions") will report to PUCC the details thereof immediately after making such Inventions.

2. Should any member that has the Patent Rights to the technologies constituting, in whole or in part, the Standard Specifications fail to make or delay making a report on such Patent Right due to willful misconduct or gross negligence, such member will grant, free of charge, other members the license to the Patent Rights. The previous rule will not apply to the case where a member making use of the Standard Specifications who has the Patent Rights or the copyrights to other programs related to other technologies constituting, in whole or in part, the Standard Specifications grants other members the license to such Patent Rights or such copyrights under the unreasonable terms or conditions on an unequal basis with exception.


Section 4 Handling of Intellectual Properties Made during Business Operation of PUCC

Any and all the technical results and legal rights including patent rights and copyrights, such as inventions, devices, designs, technical specifications, computer software products including programs thereof and know-how, that have been made during the business operation specified in Articles of Incorporation of PUCC will be vested in PUCC. PUCC will grant its members the license to the Patent Rights and the copyrights so vested under the reasonable terms and conditions on an equal basis without exception.
