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1 Overview

This liaison statement is to provide a response to the incoming liaisons from 3GPP SA1 (which can be found under  “OMA-TP-2006-0413-ILS_on_OMA_Customized_Multimedia_Ringback_WID_0142” and “OMA-TP-2007-0079-ILS_3GPPSA1_to_TP_CAT_service ”) on the proposal for a work item in OMA (OMA WID 142 Customized Multimedia Ringback). In addition，this liaison introduces a draft document that is a proposal for a work item in OMA (OMA WID 0143 Customized Multimedia Ringing) on which a discussion is ongoing and requests feedback from 3GPP SA1 and ETSI TISPAN WG1 on this document.

2 Proposal

OMA would like to thank 3GPP SA1 for providing us with information about the ongoing work of CAT service. OMA acknowledges 3GPP SA1’s activities on a technical report and specification called Study of Customised Alerting Tone (CAT) Requirements and their potential overlap with the tasks described in the the proposal for a work item OMA WID 0142 Customized Multimedia Ringback socialized in OMA. 
In order to avoid overlap between the two organizations, OMA recognizes that work is going ahead in 3GPP on this subject and agrees to discontinue the process to approve OMA WID 0142 Customized Multimedia Ringback.
OMA has also identified some ongoing work in ETSI TISPAN WG1 under work item DTR/TISPAN-01043-NGN-R2  which is potentially related.
In addition, OMA would like to call 3GPP SA1 and TISPAN WG1’s attention to another proposal for a work item (WID_0143) on discussion in OMA to specify a Customized Multimedia Ringing enabler. A simple description for a service based on this enabler could be as follows:

When a user of Customized Multimedia Ring initiates a call, the network ensures the call be routed to the CMR enabler. The CMR enabler executes the service logic and negotiates the media types with the called party .The enabler plays the special multimedia file to the called party or push a multimedia file to the called party   when it receives the called party alerting message . When the answering message is received, the CMR enabler or the called party terminal will stop playing the media. So the called party will experience a piece of composed medium including audio, text or video specified by the calling party instead of the monotony  ringing or some single music.

This proposal for a work item will address the following areas:

· Design service features of the Customized Multimedia Ringing based on user requirements, including media file purchase and upload, called group management and media file assignment, media file playing during call set-up, etc.
· Define an architecture for  the Customized Multimedia Ringing for the purpose of reusability by different applications; 

· Specify the technical realization of the Customized Multimedia Ringing (e.g. identify the ringing media file in the protocol or in the subscription information of users, screen the ringing that the called party expected to play itself…);

· Specify interfaces with other enablers which potentially interact with the Customized Multimedia Ringing function.

OMA recognizes that the above-mentioned ongoing work in ETSI TISPAN WG1 is potentially related to the Customized Multimedia Ringing enabler as well, and this will be take into account on the discussion going on in OMA.
OMA would like 3GPP SA1 and TISPAN WG1 to provide feedback on this work item proposal in relation with their ongoing activities and future plans.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA would like to kindly ask 3GPP SA1 and TISPAN WG1 to review the attached proposal for a work item WID 0143 and provide feedback. OMA would like 3GPP SA1 and TISPAN WG1 to consider that the work item is a draft version on discussion in OMA so that potential overlaps between the 3GPP, TISPAN and OMA specifications can be avoided.
4 Conclusion

OMA acknowledges 3GPP SA1’s activities on CAT service and their potential overlap with the proposal for a work item in OMA (OMA WID 142 Customized Multimedia Ringback), so OMA recognizes that work is going ahead in 3GPP on this subject and agrees to discontinue the process to approve OMA WID 0142 Customized Multimedia Ringback.
OMA would like to kindly ask 3GPP SA1 and TISPAN WG1 to review the attached proposal for a work item (WID 0143) to specify a Customized Multimedia Ringing enabler and provide feedback. OMA would like 3GPP SA1 and TISPAN WG1 to consider that the work item is a draft version on discussion in OMA so that effective coordination between the three organizations can be established.
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
