Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

Over the past year, OMA has worked with 3GPP and 3GPP2 to reach agreement on the intent and conditions to transfer bearer agnostic MMS development work from 3GPP and 3GPP2 to OMA.  This Work Item is created to manage and monitor this work transfer effort.  This effort involves the consolidation and integration of the 3GPP Release 6 compliant versions of the MMS specifications from 3GPP, 3GPP2, and OMA into a baseline OMA MMS specification that will be used as the platform for additional functionality which will be added as a part of the MMS 1.4 Enabler Release.  This work transfer effort will be guided by the LPTF Recommendations as approved by the OMA TP.
