Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

This work item supports "Simplified CAB", which has been agreed as a work item in the CAB WG for purposes of providing a cost effective and operational efficient CAB deployment option.  One aspect of Simplified CAB is that XDM replaces DS functionality in the CAB 1.0 architecture.
Work Areas:

This work item focuses on XDM 2.1 enhancements in support of the "Simplified CAB" work item; however, the enhancement would also be applicable for any Application Usage of any OMA Enabler, in accordance with Enabler specifications.  
Issues this Work Item is Aimed to Solve

· The current XDM 2.1 architecture is used "as is".
· The purpose of this work item is to enhance XDM 2.1 as necessary to support "Simplified CAB".
· Validation constraint error correction hints from the XDM Server to the XDM Client: The main change to XDM 2.1 TS is to improve XDM validation constraint error resolution, such as merge and conflict resolution of XDM Documents.  This allows an XDM Server to suggest validation corrections in response to XDM write requests that are detected to be in error, and including when the local device's ETAG is not up-to-date.  Making the operation both spectrally efficient and lightweight to the user device are important.    
· "Filter" for Document Share Reference to allow XDM Document Parts to be "document share referenced", specifically, XDM Requirement "FUNC-SHARE-002".  
· As stated above, this WID is linked to "Simplified CAB" WID 0214, and includes work needed in XDM to fulfill WID 0214, but are applicable to any XDM Application Usage (AUID).   Examples of this may include:
· Address any issues regarding "filters" applicable to Simplified CAB or that simply exist in XDM 2.1. "Filters" are widely used in XDM 2.1, and are relied upon in both CAB 1.0 and Simplified CAB. 
· Resolve low level issues, if any, regards XDCP-based document forwarding, XDM History, XDM User Preferences, and XDM Access Permissions.
· Follow-up on service provider request regards lighter weight XML encoding in XDM

· This WID supports Simplified CAB, which cites the following benefit:  "In the (original) CAB 1.0, two clients reside on the CAB UE, whereas in Simplified CAB, only the XDMC resides on the CAB UE".

· Simple deployment architecture to offer cost effective and operational efficient CAB related services based on common XDM Enabler that is applicable to other OMA Enablers.  
· More spectrally efficient document tracking for user devices. 
· Lower processing requirements on user devices.
Expected Market Penetration:
This WID supports Simplified CAB, which cites the following benefits:  If GSMA RCS adopts Simplified CAB, the market penetration is global.
Complexity:

No changes to the XDM 2.1 architecture are envisioned in this work item.  The enhancement is at the TS-level, and involves MIME definition, XDM Server and Client procedures, informative flow scenarios in annexes, and other TS matter such SCR, ETR, etc.   

Time to Market:

This work item primarily supports the "Simplified CAB" work item, but is applicable to any OMA Enabler that uses XDM, in accordance with that Enabler's specification.  To motivate GSMA RCS to adopt Simplified CAB in their package, the timing of XDM 2.2 specification work is important. OMA fast track process is proposed.
