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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

This work Item extends MLS 1.2 to give full support of relevant added features in SUPL 3.0 enabler.  The SUPL enabler assumes for some of its services, that the SUPL provider deploys an enabler, e.g.  MLS, to expose the SUPL services to Location Based Services. The WI shall not unnecessary restrict the use of new features to be only in SUPL context as MLS is used also in location architectures as specified by e.g. 3GPP, 3GPP2 and WiMAX.
The WI may also add minor features required by the market but not related to SUPL 3.0. 
Work Areas:

The Work Areas in the scope of this Work Item are:

· to define additional protocol procedures and information elements to support features added in SUPL 3.0

· to define additional protocol procedures and information elements to support market requirement not included in MLS 1.2

Issues this Work Item is Aimed to Solve
This WI aims at enabling a standardized end to end solution where Location Based Services are interacting with SUPL 3.0 enabler deployments. 

Market Benefits:
Providers of SUPL 3.0 services will be able to expose new features to Location Based Services in a standardised manner. 
Expected Market Penetration:
The MLS enabler is supported by a majority of SUPL and other positioning system deployments worldwide.  Considering the success of the SUPL enabler it is likely that LBS provider will request the new features in SUPL 3.0 using the MLS enabler. 
Complexity:
No changes to the MLS architecture are envisioned in this work item.  Potentially some new protocol procedures will be added. It is envisioned that the impact on enabler complexity will be limited. MLS has no identified issues when operating in an all IP environment and it is assumed that this work item will not add any such issues.
Time to Market:
Time to market for SUPL 3.0 will be reduced by the results of this Work Item. This as it allows LBS providers to utilize new SUPL features without first having to define and agree protocol extensions with SUPL providers.
Uniqueness:
