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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The primary objective of Device Management (DM) Working Group is to specify protocols and mechanism for managing devices.

OMA DM Protocol represents a tool which can be used by a DM Server (on behalf of a Management Authority) in order to access and to manage the information exposed by the DM Client running on a device. This information is organized and exposed in the form of DM Management Tree which is a collection of Management Objects. While DM Protocol is specified by DM WG, Management Objects can be specified by other OMA Working Groups or External entities (such as other Standardization Bodies, device vendors)  that need to expose and to manage specific information on a device.

OMA DM specifications provide all technical details needed by an entity external to DM WG  to define a Management Object compliant with OMA DM mechanisms.

However there are a number of good practises and solutions which can be employed in order to define Management Objects in an efficient way: OMA DM WG has developed these practises working on Management Objects defined internally (for example, DiagMon, SACMO, GwMO, etc). These practises are about the design of the Management Object from an implementation point of view (for example, the Management Object structure) as well as the process to be followed while designing them (documentation, tools, etc).
The objective of this work item is to document in a White Paper these solutions, practises and guidelines which can be used by subjects not directly involved in OMA DM in order to specify Management Objects in an efficient way.

This work will represent the evolution of DM Application Characteristic Management Object White Paper.
Work Areas:

The Work Areas that will be covered by this Work Item are:

· Identify the procedure implemented by OMA DM WG during Management Object design
· Identify and describe the tools which can be used to describe the Management Obejcts

· Identify the best practise for efficient design of Management Objects.

Issues this Work Item is Aimed to Solve
The Work Item aims to clarify aspects regarding the definition and the design of Management Objects compliant with OMA DM by providing consistent best practises.
Market Benefits:
The White Paper will aid subject external to OMA DM WG in design new Management Objects in efficient way by providing guidelines.
Expected Market Penetration:
The White Paper could be used by other OMA DM Working Groups, other Standardization Bodies and vendors in order to define their own Management Objects compliant with OMA DM. This will improve the market penetration of devices using DM enabler implementation.
Complexity:
Other entities interested on define a Management Objects compliant with OMA DM will have a reference, this will reduce complexity significantly.

Time to Market:
Having guidelines to define Management Objects compliant with OMA DM, will reduce  Time to Market for OMA DM compliant implementation.
Uniqueness:
This work represents the evolution of DM Application Characteristic Management Object White Paper (AC_MO). No other activities similar to this Work Item are known.
