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1 Reason for Contribution

The firmware update management object specifications will have to be reviewed by the OMA-ARCH working group to assess its impact on an architecture specifications for the OMA-DM specs.  Unfortunately, there does not exist a specific architecture document for the OMA-DM protocols – rather, a section on architecture for DM is included in the Inventory of Architectures and Services V1.0, Draft Version, 20th-April-2004 [ARCHINVENT]  document.  This document attempts to revisit the architectural impact of the Firmware Update Managed Object specifications with reference to the ARCHINVENT document. 
2 Summary of Contribution

The architectural impact of the Firmware Update Managed Object Specifications is minimal as these specifications make use of existing architectural artefacts, such as those described in the sections 10, “Device Management Architecture”, of the ARCHINVENT document.    
3 Detailed Proposal

The OMA-DM architecture relies upon the DM Client and the DM Server as the main actors.  Figure 6 of the ARCHINVENT document, reproduced below, shows the various sub-systems of the OMA-DM architecture:
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The Firmware Update Managed Object specifications provide for OMA-DM based downloads as well as alternative download mechanisms, such as OMA OTA Generic Download 1.0 specifications, that are provided by the BAC-DLOTA working group.  The OMA DLOTA 1.0 protocol is based on the already existing and successful Basic HTTP Download and MIDlet Download services.  
Section 11, “Browsing Architecture”, of the ARCHINVENT document surveys the architecture relevant to specifications originating from the OMA-BAC sub-working groups, such as the BAC-DLOTA sub-working group. 

Between the sections 10 and 11 of the ARCHINVENT document, the various architectural subsystems required to enable the implementation (and testing) of the firmware update managed object specifications is incorporated.  

Thus, no new architectural elements / artefacts have been introduced by the firmware update managed object specifications.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
