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1. Overall Description:

It has come to SCP’s attention that the OMA specification WAP Provisioning Smart Card (WAP-186-PROVSC-20010710-a) provides an example coding for EF_DIR in Annex A (see below)

Example contents for a PKCS #15 application template on an IC card using indirect application selection.

Value notation:

The recommended value of the optional label field is “PROVISIONING” but this value and its coding (either UTF8 or UCS2) can be changed in order to ensure interoperability with the EF(DIR) described in [TS102 221].

It can be seen that the example FID for the PKCS #15 directory is defined as 7F80.  However in ETSI TS 102 221 this file identifier has been reserved for the Japanese PDC specification.

Although OMA identifies that the coding is an example, it does not inform readers to verify FIDs already in use.  Therefore it is possible that for less knowledgeable implementers to actually use this FID and this could lead to devices misinterpreting the information stored on the UICC.
2. Actions:

To OMA group.

ACTION: 
SCP recommends that OMA updates its specification with for instance an FID for their PCKS#15 directory such as 7F70, and adds a warning in the OMA specifications to check the interoperability of the FIDs with TS 102 221.
