This CR aims to add some flows to describe LAWMO Server’s Interactions with LAWMO(s) on the device in section 5.7 of LAWMO AD.
Revision R01 expands the flows into separate flows for Lock/Unlock, Wipe, and Factory Reset, and incorporates changes recommended during face-to-face discussion in Vancouver.
Revision R02: specify the  “LAWMO Operation” as “Factory Reset LAWMO Operation” in section 5.4.2.1 to make this flow more precisely.

Change 1:  Update LAWMO flows
5.4.1    LAWMO Server Interactions with LAWMO Client on the Device for Server-Initiated LAWMO Operations (excluding Factory Reset)
This flow describes the interaction between the LAWMO Client on the device and the LAWMO Server wherein the LAWMO Server invokes a LAWMO functionality on the device, excluding the Factory Reset operation (which is considered separately).
5.4.1.1  Normal Flow

1.  The LAWMO Server initiates a session with the device.

2.  The LAWMO Server asks the LAWMO Client on the device to perform a LAWMO Operation.
3.  The LAWMO Client performs the requested LAWMO Operation.

4.  The LAWMO Client reports results of the requested LAWMO Operation to the LAWMO Server.

5.4.1.2  Alternative Flow 

Before step 1 in the Normal Flow, the External Management Infrastructure requests the LAWMO Server to perform a LAWMO Operation on the device.  Following Step 4 in the Normal Flow the LAWMO Server reports the results of the requested LAWMO Operation to the External Management Infrastructure.
5.4.2    LAWMO Server Interactions with LAWMO Client on the Device for Server-Initiated Factory Reset LAWMO Operation
This flow describes the interaction between the LAWMO Client on the device and the LAWMO Server wherein the LAWMO Server invokes a Factory Reset LAWMO Operation on the device.
5.4.2.1  Normal Flow

1.  The LAWMO Server initiates a session with the device.

2.  The LAWMO Server asks the LAWMO Client on the device to perform Factory Reset LAWMO Operation.

3.  The LAWMO Client performs the requested Factory Reset LAWMO Operation.
5.4.3    LAWMO Server Interactions with LAWMO Client on the Device for User-Initiated LAWMO Operations (excluding Factory Reset)
This flow describes the interaction between the LAWMO Client on the device and the LAWMO Server wherein the LAWMO Server invokes a LAWMO Operation that has been requested by the User and which requires User confirmation prior to execution.  This condition would typically apply in the case where the User requests a Wipe operation
5.4.3.1  Normal Flow

1.  The User requests, via External Management Infrastructure, a LAWMO Operation be performed on the device

2.  LAWMO Server initiates a session with the device.

3.  The LAWMO Server asks the LAWMO Client on the device to perform a LAWMO Operation, with User confirmation required.
4.  The LAWMO Client presents the User with the opportunity to confirm execution of the LAWMO Operation.
5.  Upon positive confirmation, the LAWMO Client performs the requested LAWMO Operation.
6.  The LAWMO Client reports the results of the LAWMO Operation to the LAWMO Server

7.  The LAWMO Server reports the results of the LAWMO Operation to the External Management Infrastructure.
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
