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1 Reason for Change

The latest version of the TS does not provide a normative indication for the use of OMA DM 1.2 or later version. TS also lacks of indications as what options of OMA DM 1.2 should be needed, as it is the case of DMBOOT if the Lock and Wipe MO has to be configured during the bootstrap operation for later management by the DM Server. This contribution fixes those two issues.
